REGULATIONS OF THE LCACA

WITH REGARD TO THE DISPLAY AND SALE OF PROHIBITED AND RESTRICTED FIREARMS

1)
AUTHORIZED FIREARMS AT GUN SHOWS  

All categories of firearms can be displayed at the LCACA gun shows as long as all the present laws and regulations regarding firearms along with all regulations of the LCACA are respected by exhibitors.

2)
PROHIBITED ITEMS FOR SECURITY REASONS 

The following items are prohibited at the LCACA gun shows:  powerful explosive devices such as grenades or bombs, etc., in any form, including neutralized or DE-WAT.  Cannon shells over 20mm are not allowed.  Armour-piercing handgun ammunition (KTW type), exploding or incendiary of 15mm and under and flechette shotgun ammunition are prohibited.  When in doubt of your ammunition’s legality, we strongly recommend that you refer to the official text of law.

3)
EXHIBITORS’ RESPONSIBILITIES AND OBLIGATORY DOCUMENTS 

Only members in good order (who have paid their membership) can reserve tables to our gun shows.  When a member decides to rent a space to one of our shows, this member thereby accepts and is willing to respect all the regulations of the Association along with all the present laws regarding firearms. Therefore, the member clears the directors of the Association of all responsibilities that may concern him.  The member is also responsible for the items he brings to the shows, whatever these items may be.  For that reason, it is important that at least one person stays at the exhibitor’s table(s) at all times.

4)
FIREARM PERMITS

All exhibitors must own a “possession” or “possession and acquisition” permit in order to display firearms or ammunition or to sell, buy or exchange such merchandise at gun shows.

Note : The “possession” permit only does not allow exhibitors to buy firearms.

5)
REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE

Exhibitors must also have in their possession the registration certificates for each of the firearms that they wish to bring, show or sell during the Association’s gun shows.  They must willingly produce, if asked to do so, valid registration certificates and the appropriate carrying permits, as required by law.  If they do not have these documents in their possession, they cannot participate to the shows.

6) EXHIBITOR IDENTIFICATION 

In order to be allowed into the hall, exhibitors are obliged to display clearly on their person the identification badge given to them at the entrance on the morning of the show.  This procedure is intended to minimize the possibility of theft.  It enables the security personnel, the show organizers and the exhibitors to identify any unauthorized person in the hall during the installation period.  

7)
LAWS AND REGULATIONS FOR SAFE PRESENTATION

Restricted and prohibited handguns and rifles must always be unloaded when presented. This rule applies to all categories of exhibitors.

The following does not apply to dealers:

1) Firearms can be presented in a locked showcase. If presented on a table, firearms must be fastened to the structure on which they are presented and secured by a cable or a chain in a manner that they cannot be easily manipulated. Firearms must also be fitted with a locking device (trigger lock) of the Master-lock type.

2) Rifles must be fitted with a locking device (trigger lock) of the Master-lock type.  As for the lever-action firearms, they must be rendered secure by a cable of the Master-lock type

Firearms can be taken out of their presentation case or unfastened from the structure by the exhibitor himself in order for these to be manipulated by a person other than the exhibitor but only under the direct supervision of the exhibitor.  (The word exhibitor includes the exhibitor himself and his representative who possesses the proper firearm permits pertaining to the category of firearms that are presented.) 

8)
WARNING

Our regulations are based on an interpretation of the law and have been put in place in order to ensure the sound conduct of our shows.  When in doubt, we suggest you refer yourself to the official text of law or contact the office of the Provincial Registrar.  The LCACA regulations are subject to modification according to the evolution of the law on firearms and also according to the requirements of the Quebec Firearm Registrar.  Our regulations can be modified at any time and without prior notice.

9)
SALE AND PURCHASE OF AMMUNITION

Since January 2001, the “possession” permit or the “possession and acquisition” permit is required by law in order to buy any quantity of ammunition. It is therefore the exhibitor’s responsibility, before he sells or trades whatever quantity of ammunition, to verify that the buyer possesses the required permit. Ammunition must not be accessible or at hand and must not be displayed on the same table along with firearms that are capable of discharging it.  In general, ammunition should be displayed on a table free of firearms. 

10)
MAGAZINES

The regulation regarding magazine capacity has been in force since July 1993.  It limits to 5 the number of cartridges permitted for rifles and to 10 the number of cartridges permitted for handguns.  Since there are many exceptions to this rule, we strongly suggest to all our members, they obtain a copy of the official text of law from the Justice Department.

11)
RESERVATIONS
The Director of shows has the right to limit the number of tables rented or refuse altogether to rent a space for reasons he deems reasonable without having to justify his decision to the exhibitor.  His decision is without appeal. Nevertheless, the Director will have to justify his decision to the Board of Directors.

12)
TABLE DISTRIBUTION 

The Director of shows, when preparing the set-up for a show, will favour the members of the Board of Directors who are all volunteers along with other volunteers implicated in the LCACA.  In as much as possible, the Director will always do his best to allocate the same spaces to the same exhibitors as long as these regularly attend the shows and that their reservations have been received in due time by mail,  which is five days prior to a show.  Telephone reservations are not guaranteed.

13)
SERGEANT-AT-ARMS

The Sergeant-at-arms is officially designated by the Board of Directors.  His duty is to assure himself that the regulations of the Association are respected by all. An undesirable behaviour or a refusal to respect these regulations will lead to the expulsion of the offender. The Sergeant-at-arms may be assisted by any other member of the Board of Directors, the security agents or a member in good order, if he deems it necessary to accomplish his duty.

14)
GENERAL RULES

ADMISSION REFUSAL: The LCACA reserves the right to refuse admission to a show to any person whether this person is a member or not.

DEFINITION OF AN ANTIQUE FIREARM

BLACK POWDER REPRODUCTIONS

1. A reproduction of a flintlock, wheel-lock or matchlock firearm, other than a handgun, manufactured after 1897.

RIFLES

2.
A rifle manufactured before 1898 that is capable of discharging only rim-fire cartridges, other than:  .22 Calibre Short, .22 Calibre Long or .22 Calibre Long Rifle cartridges.
3.
A rifle manufactured before 1898 that is capable of discharging centre-fire cartridges, whether  with a smooth or rifled bore, having a bore diameter of 8.3mm or greater, measured from land to land in the case of a rifled bore, with the exception of a repeating firearm fed by any type of cartridge magazine.

SHOTGUNS

4.
A shotgun manufactured before 1898 that is capable of discharging only rim-fire cartridges, other than:  .22 Calibre Short, .22 Calibre Long or .22 Calibre Long Rifle cartridges.

5. A shotgun manufactured before 1898 that is capable of discharging center-fire cartridges, other than 10, 12, 16, 20, 28 or 410 gauge cartridges.

HANDGUNS

6.
A handgun manufactured before 1898 that is capable of discharging only rim-fire cartridges, other than:  22 Calibre Short, 22 Calibre Long or 22 Calibre Long Rifle cartridges.

7.
A handgun manufactured before 1898 that is capable of discharging center-rifle cartridges, other than a handgun designed or adapted to discharge:  32 short  Colt, 32 long Colt, 32 Smith and Wesson, 32 Smith and Wesson long, 32-20 Winchester, 38 Smith and Wesson,

38 short Colt, 38 long Colt, 38-40 Winchester, 44-40 Winchester or 45 Colt cartridges.
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
